The changes to the site based on our research has strengthened and enriched the possibilities for 

teachers to engage with wellbeing and the arts post crisis.

We have been successful in disseminating the research through academic channels, with one article 

already published and a further two in review.   Te Rito Toi has been further highlighted in the 

Education Gazette, the Ako Journal, and will feature in an extended interview on Radio New Zealand 

“Nine to Noon” on August 23rd.
